The

Social Services department provides assistance and support to the resident and 

family on discharge planning. 

Discharge planning begins upon admission when the social worker speaks with the

resident and family to find out where the resident was living prior to the hospital stay

and if that will be an option at discharge. If home is not an option, the social worker

can provide the resident and family a list of other options such as assisted living 

facilities or long-term care facilities to begin looking at to prepare for discharge.

Once a discharge location and date has been identified, the social worker works

with the resident and family to arrange for home health services and any needed

medical equipment to be delivered to help to make the transition as easy as 

possible.

If residents and families have any questions or concerns regarding the discharge

process you can feel free to stop by and speak with the social worker.
